Tool and die makers analyze specifications,
lay out metal stock, set up and operate machine tools, and fit and assemble parts industry is expected
to make and repair dies, cutting tools, jigs, fixtures, gauges, and machinists' hand tools. o EEE e
Many tool and die makers use CAD, a specialized computer program, to develop products through 2020.
and parts. Designs are entered into computer programs that produce blueprints for the

required tools and dies. Once these programs are developed, computer numerical control

(CNC) machines follow the set of instructions contained in the program to produce the part.

Machinists normally operate CNC machines, but tool and die makers often are trained to both

operate CNC machines and write CNC programs and thus may do either task.

Training & Educational Opportunities

You will have plenty of employment opportunities as a tool and die maker but first you will have to complete
specific training and earn a certificate. Students of tool and die making will complete courses in design and
blueprint reading, welding, cutting tools, and CNC programming and operations. Some employers may prefer
certification from The National Institute for Metalworking Skills (NIMS), or from a reputable occupational
certificate training program. Employers will also require candidates to have demonstrated proficiency in
manufacturing technology either through previous experience or coursework.
