Training & Educational Opportunities

EMTs and paramedics must complete a postsecondary educational program and earn a certificate. They
must also be a licensed emergency medical technician. Typically, a cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR)
certification is required for entry into a postsecondary educational program.

» Assess a patient’s condition and determine a
course of treatment

» Document medical care given to patients

» Inventory, replace and clean supplies and
equipment

» Report observations and treatment to physicians,
nurses, etc.

» Respond to 911 calls for emergency medical care

» Transport patients safely in an ambulance
