Using sophisticated biomedical instrumentation and
technology, as well as highly skilled manual techniques, clinical laboratory
professionals examine and analyze body fluids, tissues, and cells, as well as
identify infective microorganisms.

Training & Educational Opportunities

To become a medical and clinical laboratory technologist, you will need to earn a certificate as a clinical
medical assistant. Coursework includes classes in chemistry, biology, microbiology, math, and statistics.
Coursework emphasizes laboratory skills, including safety procedures, and lab management.
