Others feed or remove material to and from machines, clean vehicles, pick up
unwanted household goods, and pack materials for moving.

Training & Educational Opportunities

Hand laborers and materials movers typically do not need a formal education, although earning a certificate
can help. Employers offer on-the-job training and typically require only that applicants be physically able to
perform the work. Some employers may require forklift operator training and/or OSHA forklift certification.

As a Hand Laborer or Material Mover you will:

» Attach sling, hook, or other devices to lift
cargo and guide load

» Document and maintain records of material
being moved

» Pack or wrap products by hand
» Sort cargo before loading and unloading
» Stack cargo in location such as transit shed, or in

hold of ship as directed, using pallet or cargo
board
